cONDucT OF 2o22-2023 END-OF-SCHOOL yEAR RITrs

To:      Assistant Regional Director

All Others Concerned

1.        Relative to DepEd Order No.  009,  s. 2023, titled "An Order Updating
the Multi-year lmplementing Guidelines on the Conduct of the K to 12
Basic  Education  Fhogram  End-of-School  Year  Rites"  with  the  theme:
Gradil}esft  I.g  K to  12:  Hinwhog  ng  Matatag  na Ed:ulcass]on (K to  12
Graduates:  Molded  through  a  Resilient  Educational  Foundation),  this
office guides all elementary and secondary schools, both public and private,
in the conduct of the end-of-school year rites.

2.        This year's theme emphasizes that aside from a celebratory milestone,
it also symbolizes the resilience, agency and grit of Filipino learners honed by
a solid basic education system that is responsible for the changing demands
of time and highlights learners' achievements,  mirroring an education that
succeeds amid all difficulties.

3.        Schools shall ensure the observance of D0 34, s. 2023 /School cczzenc!czr
cmd Activities fior the School Year 2022-2023). Classes shall forrnally end on
July 7, 2023. The year-end rites shall be held not earlier than July 10 and
not hter than July  14, 2023.  In the case of private schools that started
earlier and public and private schools with an extended school year due to
circumstances,   they   shall   be   guided   by  their  approved   revised   school
calendar.

4.        Schools shall strictly adhere to the following:

a.       The conduct of moving-up and graduation rites shall discourage
excessive  spending,  extravagant  attire,  or  extraordinary  venues,  be
conducted in an appropriate solemn ceremony and not be used as a
political fomm.

b.        Non-academic  projects  articulated  in  DepEd  Order  No.  66,  s.
2017  Irrriplener.fir.g  a.I:ideunes  on  the  Cot.duet  Of Oif=Campus
Act!utties/   such   as   attendance   to   field   trips,   film   showing,   JS
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Promenade   and   other   school   events   should   not   be   imposed   as
requirements for graduation or completion.

c.        Certiflcate  of Completion  and  Diploma  must be  in  accordance
with DepEd  Order No.  31,  s.  2019  /f`he J}epartment a/ Educatlon
Serviee Marks and VIsual Eden:tits Hanuav.

d.        Guidelines  on  awarding  honors  to  learners  from  K  to   12  as
stipulated  in  DepEd  Order  No.  36,  s.  2016  Pollcg|  Glilde!!nes  on
Au}ards and Reeogr.ttton for the K to 12 Baste Bduca;tion Program)
shall be followed.

e.        DepEd  personnel  shall  not  be  allowed  to  collect  any  kind  of
contribution  or graduation/moving-up  fee.  Other  collectible  fees  not
paid  by  the  leamer  must  not  hinder  him/her  from  graduating  and
should not be grounds for holding the learner's credentials.

f.         In the conduct of full-in-person completion/graduation rites, the
observance of physical distancing and wearing of face mask shall no
longer be mandatory. -`

5.        Public schools shall utilize their school MOOE relative to the expenses
incurred  in  the  activity.   Likewise,  expenses  incurred  by  the  Alternative
Irearning System may be charged to the 2023 ALS Program Support F\md.

6.        Casual   or   formal   wear,   school   uniforms   shall   remain   as   the
recommended moving up/graduation attire. A toga or sab!ag is allowed to be
worn as an additional garb.

7.        Private schools, HEls, Tvls, SUcs and LUCs offering basic education or
any grade levels thereof may opt to adopt the provisions of this memorandum
in the conduct of their moving up/graduation ceremonies.

1.   The   Department   of  Education   (DepEd)   issues   the  enclosed  "An   Order
Updatlpg the lnplemebtlpg Guidelines on the Conduct of the K to  12
Baelc   Education   Pr`ogpm   End®fLSchool-Year   (EOSY}   RIte."   as   an
amendment to and reissuance of DepEd Cinder (DO) 2, s. 2020, entitled Hulti-
Year  lmplenentlng  Guideline.  on  the  C®nduct  of the  K  to  12  Basic
Education hognm End®1LSchool-Year Rite., which provides guidance to
both public and private elementary and secondary schools nationwide in the
annual conduct or EOSY rites.

2.   In  the  annual conduct of full in-person  EOSY rites,  observance of physical
distancing and wearing of face mask shall not be mandatory.

3.   As stipulated in DO 34, s. 2022, entitled School CclJeridar cirid Act!.un.ti.es/or the
SchooJ year 2022-2023, the classes shall fomally end on July 07, 2023. Each
school has the discretion to elect the date for the holding of this year's rites
not earner than .uly 10 and not hter than July 14, 2023. Private schools
that stated earlier and public and private schools with an extended school
year  due  to  unforeseen  circumstances  shall  be  guided  by  their  approved
revised school calendar.

4.   For  this  School Year 2022~2023,  the  EOSY  rites  shall  focus  on  the  theme:
Gradure€i.  ng  E[  to  12=  HthiLbog  ng  matatag  iia  Bduleass[on (K to  12
Gmduates: Molded through a Resilient Educational Foundatiob|, which
emphasizes  that  graduation  is  not only a celebratory  milestone  but  also  a
symbol  of resilience,  agency,  and  grit of Fhipino  learners  honed  by a sotid
basic  education  system  that  is  responsive  to  the  changing needs  of time.
F`urther, it highlights that every leamer's achievement mirrors an education
that succeeds amid all difficulties.

5.  The subsequent annual themes for these ceremonies shall be published in a
DcpEd Memorandum.

I.     mtionde

Through the  MATATAG:  Bansang Makabata,  Batang Makabansa Agenda,  the
Department  of  Education  (DepEd)  pledged  to  be  matatag  for  and  with  our
learners, educators, partners,  and stakeholders in  establishing a nation that
values its youth, and a Fhipino youth that values its nation. In alignment with
this  framework,  the  DepEd  shall  continually  improve  the  K  to   12  Basic
Education Program to achieve its mission, as provided for in DepEd Order (DO)
No. 21, s. 2019, to strengthen the values of the Filipino people, develop a strong
sense of nationalism, develop productive citizens who contribute to the building
of a progressive, just, and humane society, ensure environmental sustainability,
and cultivate global partnerships for development.

The annual conduct of the  K to  12  Basic  Education  Prograln  End-Of-School-
Year (EOSY) RItes serves to commemorate the fruits of the collective effort of thc'
whole  school  community  to  provide  learners  with  a  holistic  preparation  to
pursue higher education, entrepreneurship, middie level skills development or
employment with increased chance of success. Moreover, these rites are solemn
ceremonies  of  acknowledging  learners  who  have  successfully  met.  or  even
exceeded  curricular  requirements,  and  mark  the  transition  to  subsequent
stages and specific milestones of the basic education program.

In order to provide guidelines on the annual implementation of the conduct of
the   EOSY   RItes,   the   DapEd   issued   DO   2,   s.   2020,   entitled   `Afu!ti-year
ITnplerne"ting Guidelines on the Conduct Of the K to 1 2 Basic Education Program
ErLcZ®/-Schoo/-year Ja.fes'.  Howcvcr,  in  hicht  or the  recent  developments  and
policy adjustments, the DepEd issues this Order to update the guidehncs on
the  implementation  of the  K  to  12  Basic  Education  Program  End-Of-School-
Year-RItes.  The  DepEd  moves  to  allow  and  encourage  the  full  face-to-face
conduct of the moving up and graduation ceremonies starting this school year
2022-2023. Further, the observance of physical distancing and wearing of face
mask is no longer mandatory

n.    Scope

This policy shall be the DepEd's standing policy in  providing guidance in  the
annual conduct of the K to  12 end-of-school-year rites, and shall be applicable
to both public and private clcmcntary and secondary schools nationwide.

Ill.   Policy statement

This DepEd Order provides the updated procedures for conducting moving up
and graduation ceremonies for Kindergarten, Grade 6, Grade  10, and Grade  12
learners who fulfilled the curiculum requirements at the end or the school year.
