be a permanent government employee of DepEd for the last 3 to 5 years;
be teaching early grade levels from grades 1 to 3;

be fluent in Kalanguya, English, and Filipino languages;

have a “VS' rating as of latest rating period;

be physically and mentally fit;

have an inclination towards writing the local language, Kalanguya;
preferably possess ICT skills;

have prepared original storylines or stories written in Kalanguya; and
complete the training program.
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5. Profile documents of nominees must be submitted to the Regional Office through the Records
Section (Attention: Curriculum and Learning Management Division) on or before December 186,
2016.

6. A regional screening committee would check the veracity of the documents and will announce the
final list of teachers to participate in the training through a Regional Memorandum.
